Preamble

The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleftlicense for software and other kinds of
works.

The licenses for most software and other practical works are designed to take away your
freedom to share and change the works. By contrast, the GNU General Public License is
intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change all versions of a program--to make
sure itremains free software for all its users. We, the Free Software Foundation, use the GNU
General Public License for most of our software; it applies also to any other work released
this way by its authors. You can apply itto your programs, too.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom, not price. Our General Public
Licenses are designed to make sure thatyou have the freedom to distribute copies of free
software (and charge for them if you wish), that you receive source code or can getitifyou
wantit, thatyou can change the software or use pieces ofitin new free programs, and that
you know you can do these things.

A FAILURE OF THE PROGRAM TO OPERATE WITH ANY OTHER PROGRAMS), EVEN IF SUCH
HOLDER OR OTHER PARTY HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES.

17. Interpretation of Sections 15 and 16.

If the disclaimer of warranty and limitation of liability provided above cannot be given local
legal effect according to their terms, reviewing courts shall apply local law that most closely
approximates an absolute waiver of all civil liability in connection with the Program, unless a
warranty or assumption of liability accompanies a copy ofthe Program in return for a fee.
